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Comparstive Growth snd Yield of Loblolly and Shortleaf Pine
in 8 Mixed Plantstion

The Woolridpge mixed loblolly - shortleaf pine plantetlon lecated in
Buckingham County was hand planted by W.P.A. lebor using & 6 foot by 6 foob
spacing during the spring of 1937. The pines were plented on en ebandoned eroded
field the soll type of which is clessified ms Manteo silt loam.

Since being plented in 1937 the Woolridge plantation has recelved two
thinnings --- the Tirst thinning at age 19 years and the second one st apge
24 years.

Vest differences in growth between loblolly and shortlesf pins with-
in the Woolridge plantation has provided graphie evidence of the more rapid
initial growth of loblolly versus shortleaf pine. These differences are reflected
in the following tables the data for which wes obtained from permanent plots lo-
cated within the plantation (tabular deta on a per acre haaia?
