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Fertilisntion of Plantcd ILoblolly Pine Seedlings
Feilr Te Incresse Heirht Growth

Summary

The Virginia Division of Forestry conducted four sepcrate fertilizer
trisls whereby different fertilizers were epplied to loblolly pine seedlings
plented under normal planting site conditions in different sections of Virginia.

In each of the fertilizer trials mentioned sbove & statistiral enelysis

wes made end & comporison of height growth betueen fertilized snd non-fertilized
seedlings foiled to show any sipgnificant helight growth differences.

What Wes Tried snd Besults

The following four fertilizer trimls mentioned were tried and since

they were separate trials in different locations each will be considered
individually:

1. Frank Hatcher tract--—Cut-over woodland located in
Halifax County. Loblelly pine seedlings hand planted

January 15, 1960. , Soil type: Georgeville =ilt loam.

Pines Tertilizedl/on March 29, 1960, using 3.3 o0z. of

fertilizer per tree, snalysis 7-14-11.

As of September 19, 1961, & sums-y of average total tree heights for
the first two growing seasons is as follows.

Results: No significant difference in sverage total heights was found when
comparing fertilized with non-lertilized trees.

2. Irs L. Harding tract---Open Tfleld with broom straw
covel on which Lobioily pines were mochine planted durlng
gspring, 1958, also loeated in Nolifox County. 5oil type:
Cecil fine sandy leom., Dines fertilized (similar monner
as Hateher) on Mareh 31, 1960, using 3.3 oz, of fertilizer
per tree with wn analysis of 7-14-11.

Height measurements taken September 19, 1961, indicate the followi 7
aversge total heiphts for two growing sessons efter being fertilized (the seed-
lings were three years old when fertilized):

Fesults: There were no signiflcant differences in total height when comparing
fertilized trees with non-fertilized trees.

3. Northumberland County Forest---Located in Northumber-

land County. Two different sites were planted but both
received similar fertilizer treatments. The two sites were:
(1) open field which hed been in soybeans the year before it
was plonted to loblelly pines, and (2) cut-over land which
was clesn-bulldozed to prepare & planting site. The scil type
for both sites is Kempsville fine sandy loam. The loblolly
pines were hand planted during February, 1959 on both areas
and fertilizer broadeast in a 15 inch band aroung the seedling
but staying approximately 2 incnes awsy from the base of the
seedling.

The following treatments were used (on both sites):

A-Control, no fertilizer applied
E—E% oz, of 10-10-10 per seedling during November 1959.
