Dear Riparian Partner,
Through funds  from the DCR Water Quality Improvement Act DOF has developed a Regional Grants Program which is designed to restore and/or improve riparian health through the use of tree plantings or other vegetative techniques and may include riparian buffer tree planting, raingardens, stream restoration and stabilization, and non CREP stream tree planting.
